PRESENT:  Jim Hand, Jim Sullivan, Jim Salsgiver, Alex Bornstein, Ellen Maloney, Rob Gaiotti
SOLID WASTE/RECYCLING:
Town Waste Contract:    Ellen Maloney, Jim Hand and Rob Gaiotti reported on a meeting with the other ISWAP towns and Casella regarding the waste contract and changes so far.  Rob Gaiotti will circulate the red-lined version among DEC members for comment.  The group is meeting again in 2 weeks.

E-Waste:   Act 79, the new statute was discussed.  It creates an e-waste category consisting of computers, computer monitors, computer peripherals, devices containing cathode ray tubes, printers, and televisions.  For a list of items not included, also see 10 VSA section 7751 (10).  The same Act enumerates substances banned from the waste stream (landfills) after Jan 1, 2011.  They include everything that is considered e-waste plus many other items.  See 10 VSA section 6621a (a) for a list  (cell phones, power supply cords such as chargers, fax machines, etc.).  Alex  will coordinate between Phyllis Tate and the DEC to generate literature on what will be collected at the next Dorset School Electronics Recycling Day, planned for May 14th.  This day has the capacity to be an effective fundraiser for the Dorset School's technology fund.  The Energy Committee will pitch in to publicize.  Literature will be disseminated at Town Meeting. School parents, other towns, faith congregations and the press will be included.
 
TOWN MEETING:
Information and graphics for our display:

· Jim Hand will gather data on residential up-grades for display.  Jim also to gather sample LED lights for showing.

· Jim Salsgiver will gather data on school energy use for display.

· Alex Bornstein and Ellen Maloney to gather materials for display by 2/27.  Town meeting is on February 28 this year!

· Ellen to provide recycling information.

 
PUBLICITY:
Jim Hand, Rob Gaiotti, Ellen Maloney and Corey Trimmer (Hand Energy Services) to meet with Garrett McCarey of GNAT-TV about filming of some of the DEC projects beginning with the Dorset Fire House.  The longer term aim is to produce a program, "What you and your Town can do to reduce taxes and your energy foot print" or something along those lines.  In the short term we hope to put together something short for display on a TV monitor at the booth at town meeting.
 
STREET LIGHTING:
Rob Gaiotti reported that CVPS still hasn't announced the new tariff for street light electricity usage, so work has been delayed with the engineering consultants who are helping us under a grant.  He got the grant deadline extended through July.  

MUNICIPAL ENERGY PLAN/ TOWN RESOURCES:
Jim Sullivan attended the meeting and gave out copies of his work on this plan to date.  
First, it was noted that Jim Sullivan has been named the new Director of the BCRC, and the Committee offered its congratulations for the promotion.  Jim Sullivan noted that one of his goals as the new Director would be to have the BCRC have more regular contacts with Towns, Energy Committees, etc. 

Jim then discussed progress on the Municipal Energy Plan, and pointed out a couple of new approaches he has taken.  He asked that each committee member please look it over and get to him with comments.  Jim Hand and Jim Salsgiver will try to provide Jim Sullivan / Alex Bornstein with information on energy usage & potential savings from local visits made under Efficiency Vermont’s Business Ambassador program and the Vermont Community Energy Mobilization program’s visits to residences & not-for-profits for incorporation into the Plan draft. Jim Salsgiver will check with Long Trail School and The Dorset Fire Station to see whether energy usage information can be gathered for those entities as well.
